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Presentation Rubric


· 7-8 min individual presentation minimum 
· Delivery of Presentation (Talking)
· Make eye contact and use good body language (don’t slouch or turn your back to the audience)
· Should look rehearsed and practiced (do not read from notes or slides)
· Students have confidence speaking on their topics (authoritative)
· Professionalism of Talk (act like professional presenter – posture, dress, focus, speak clearly and loudly)
· Falls within the 7-8 min requirement? Not too long or too short. 

· Speech (Information given during the Talk)
· Topics to include: musician’s history, summary of reception, main argument
· Well organized (Is there an order and natural flow to your presentation?)
· Integrate music selections that highlight the points made in presentation – 2 mins maximum 
· Main Arguments (make sure to identify the trajectory of reception and why those changes occurred)

· Visual Presentation
· Has informative photos and graphics that enhance (not distract from) the PowerPoint. There is a good balance between graphics and information.
· Writing includes ONLY the main points – not too much writing on each slide
· Ideas support the speech you are giving
· Includes good movement from one idea to the next
· Organization – How will you organize the presentation? Chronological order? 
· Artistic Characteristics – Make your visual aids pretty – colors, contract and font changes. Visuals include color (not just black and white) but are not too glaring. 
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
